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Hope will soon be restored in the lives of Japón residents as the dream of obtaining 
an education becomes a goal within reach.  Disadvantaged children living in this 
impoverished Honduran village of Choloma, Cortes will soon enjoy the rich rewards 
of an expanded public school.  Their parents will have ample opportunities to be-
come skilled in trades, and the impact will reverberate through future generations.    

Until recently, the impoverished rural village of Japón only afforded its residents up 
to a 6th grade education; the underdevelopment of this community forced its        
residents to travel outside of their hometown to enroll in the 7th grade or beyond – an 
impossible task for the majority of these low-income families.  

However, with the completion of ORC’s school expansion project in March 2007, 
Japón’s public school now includes three brand-new classrooms that will be used 
during the day to teach grades seven through twelve.  In the evening hours, the 
classrooms will be used for vocational and adult education classes, targeting the 
parents of these same children.  By extending an education to families of            
disadvantaged children, the potential for children to flourish is endless.      

The new school building waits only for its finishing touches: a fresh coat of paint, 
and the placement of student desks and chairs in its classrooms.  The school’s 
grand opening is scheduled for June 2007. �
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Students in the destitute village of Japón eagerly roam the campus of their recently expanded public s chool, which now includes 
3 new classrooms, an administrative office for teac hers and staff, and brand-new bathrooms.  The grand  opening of the expanded 
school is scheduled for June, 2007.

Over two-hundred twenty 
guests celebrated the work that God has accomplished in      
Honduras and Peru within just a few years of ORC’s ministry.     

Pastor Nehemias Chavarria , President of FEVIVA, ORC’s   
partner ministry in Honduras, visited from Honduras to take part 
in the celebration and to help communicate the overwhelming 
need that still exists in his community.  “It all started with a cookie 
and a glass of milk,” Pastor Nehemias recalled of his partnership 
with ORC.  Today, he stands amazed at how God continues to      
expand His provision for the children of Honduras through     
committed US-based child sponsors, who are willing to help meet 
their physical and spiritual needs.   

Doug Sauder, President of 4KIDS of South Florida and Assistant 
Pastor at Calvary Chapel Ft. Lauderdale, known in his local   
community for his advocacy on behalf of abandoned children, 
exhorted the crowd to consider their own blessings and purpose 
in their hearts to help a child in need. 

Frank McKinney , real estate entrepreneur and creator of some 
of the most elaborate oceanfront estates in the world, publicly 
declared his continued commitment to partner with ORC to help 
disadvantaged children.  Guests were challenged to put feet to 
their faith by sponsoring a child for only $30 per month; the child 
sponsorship funds received that night were generously matched 
by Frank McKinney on behalf of his charitable foundation, The 
Caring House Project Foundation. 

ORC’s goal is to share the love of Christ through tangible ways 
like providing nutritious meals to children; providing them with 
safe drinking water; allowing them access to medical care and       
education; and providing them with ample opportunities to hear 
the Word of God and be discipled in His ways.  ORC can only 
accomplish this goal through the monthly support of US-based 
sponsors, whose funds help extend these program services to 
children and their families.   

A total of seventy-nine children were sponsored this evening, but 
there are still many more lives to reach.

79 additional children will today experience the ho pe of Christ in tangible form 
through their new relationships with committed US-b ased sponsors. 
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ORC is excited to announce the expansion of operations in    
Honduras and Peru, allowing an opportunity to reach even more 
children and to fortify the already existing programs.  In the     
project area of Japón  (Honduras), in partnership with Cross    
International, ORC plans to purchase a building for a medical 
clinic that will offer health care services to hundreds of children 
and families who would otherwise go without the medical        
attention they so desperately need.  The clinic, adjacent to the 
local public school, will be staffed by a full-time medical           
professional.  It is ORC’s hope that making health care services 
readily available in the community will help to maximize the    
nutritional impact of the meals these children receive through their 
local ORC feeding center. 

While ORC has fully operational programs in Japón, Honduras, 
there are just as urgent needs to address in Peru, where poverty, 
unemployment, and juvenile delinquency are widespread.           
In Rimac , an old urban barrio within the well-known district of 
Lima, ORC will establish a health care services program that will      
address the varied and complex health care needs of the children 
and families who also receive nutritious meals through their local 
ORC feeding center.  Expansion plans for 2007 will include the 
provision of basic health education, targeting the areas of hygiene 
and preventable disease. 

The town of Independencia , located in Lima, Peru, is marked by 
a large concentration of displaced and deeply impoverished   
families who have migrated to the outskirts of the city to build 
makeshift homes on pockets of the mountainside.  In the town of 
Independencia, juvenile delinquency and unsanitary living con-
ditions are rampant.  Infectious diseases have reached epidemic 
proportions, in part due to the lack of access to potable water.  
ORC will begin its outreach with a simple feeding program that 
will provide     children with a Sunday-school snack.  Financial 
support of this program is made possible by Cross International. 

Another exciting new venture for ORC in 2007 is its brand-new 
partnership with Calvary Chapel Miraflores in Lima, Peru.  Pastor 
Javier Barrionuevo will lead a comprehensive program to reach 
the children of the marginalized town of Lurín with the gospel.  
Lurín  is a dry, deeply impoverished area approximately thirty-five 
minutes south of the city of Lima.  ORC’s partnership with  Cal-
vary Chapel Miraflores will allow the development of a feeding 
center that will meet the nutritional needs of the first one-hundred 
children in the first phase of the program.  It is ORC’s hope that 
by equipping the field-based church with the ability to meet the 
children’s needs for food and water, children’s hearts will be more 
available and ready to receive the good news of Christ.   

While ORC continues to develop new programs and strengthen 
its existing ones, the tasks cannot be accomplished without your 
continued support and involvement.
